� With IBCA, IDABO, Idaho Association of Realtors, and others, supported legislation to 
eliminate mandatory installation of fire sprinkler systems in single family residences and 
duplexes. 

� Successfully opposed DEQ proposed rule change that would have substantially in-
creased the size of drain fields and septic tanks.  This rule change would have in-
creased the cost of construction and could have rendered a large number of parcels 
unbuildable. 

� Successfully opposed new impact fees in the City of Post Falls which would have in-
creased the cost of construction by $4,100 per house.  Post Falls has decided to 
forego any increases in fees in the near future as a direct result of NIBCA’s efforts. 

� Currently working to ensure proposed impact fees in Kootenai County meet the require-
ments of Idaho State Statutes and are fair and equitable.  The NIBCA President sits on 
the Citizens’ Advisory Committee for impact fees in the County.  Post Falls is supporting 
NIBCA’s position as a result of cooperative efforts. 

� Have monitored the progress of the Kootenai County Comprehensive Plan for more 
than two years and joined forces with Citizens for Balance to adopt a Plan that is good 
for the building industry, the economy, and all County citizens. 

� Working with Building Officials and the State Association to draft legislation to amend
